	ABSTRACT: A concise and factual abstract is required. The abstract should state briefly the purpose of the research, the principal results and major conclusions. An abstract is often presented separately from the article, so it must be able to stand alone. For this reason, references should be avoided, but if essential, then cite the author(s) and year(s). Also, non-standard or uncommon abbreviations should be avoided, but if essential they must be defined at their first mention in the abstract itself. 

The Abstract should be the best no longer than 9 rows.

1.2. Abstract structure

Divide your abstract into clearly defined and numbered sections. Subsections should be numbered 1.1 (then 1.1.1, 1.1.2, ...), 1.2, etc. Use this numbering also for internal cross-referencing: do not just refer to 'the text'. Any subsection may be given a brief heading. Each heading should appear on its own separate line.

The material of the paper should be arranged as follows: 

Title (12 points, title should be concise and informative. Avoid abbreviations and formulae where possible), 

Author(s) names and affiliations (10 points, please clearly indicate the given name(s) and family name(s) of each author and check that all names are accurately spelled. Present the authors' affiliation addresses (where the actual work was done) below the names. Indicate all affiliations with a superscript number immediately after the author's name and in front of the appropriate address. Provide affiliation including the country name and the e-mail address of each author), 

Abstract, 

Key words, 

Main body of paper (short description of material and methods, theory, calculation etc.), 

Results (results should be clear and concise),

Conclusions (the main conclusions of the study may be presented in a short Conclusions section, which may stand alone or form a subsection of a Discussion or Results and Discussion section),

Acknowledgements (if any, collate acknowledgements in a separate section at the end of the article before the references and do not, therefore, include them on the title page, as a footnote to the title or otherwise. List here those individuals who provided help during the research e.g., providing language help, writing assistance or proof reading the article, etc.).

References.
Abstract, including the title page, figures, tables and references should have 2, 4 or 6 pages.
2. DOCUMENT FORMAT

2.1. Typefont, typesize and spacing

Use Times New Roman 11 point size and 15 point line spacing (Standard text tag). Use roman type except for parameters in mathematics (not for log, sin, cos, ln, max., d (in dx), etc.) and the titles of journals and books which should all be in italics. Never use bold except to denote vectors in mathematics and the headings (Heading tags). Never underline any text. Use the small font (10 points on 11 points) for tables (Table tags), figure captions (Figure caption tag) and the references (Reference text tag). Never use letterspacing and never use more than one space after each other. Never add a line space between lines or paragraphs.
2.2. Headings
Type primary headings in capital letters roman (Heading 1 tag) and secondary and tertiary headings in lower case roman (Headings 2 and 3 tags). Headings are set flush against the left margin. The tag will give 1½ blank lines (18 pt) above and a ½ (6 pt) beneath the primary 
headings, one blank line (12 pt) above and a ½ blank line (6 pt) beneath the secondary headings and one blank line (12 pt) above the tertiary headings. Headings are not indented and neither are the first lines of text following the heading indented. If a primary heading is directly followed by a secondary heading, only a ½ blank line should be set between the two headings.

2.3. Equations

Please submit math equations as editable text and not as images. Present simple formulae in line with normal text where possible and use the solidus (/) instead of a horizontal line for small fractional terms, e.g., X/Y. In principle, variables are to be presented in italics. Powers of e are often more conveniently denoted by exp. Number consecutively any equations that have to be displayed separately from the text (if referred to explicitly in the text). Mathematical symbols and formulae should be typed. Particular care should be exercised in identifying all symbols and in avoiding ambiguities. Equation numbers should appear in parentheses. All equation numbers must appear on the right-hand side of the equation and should be referred to within the text. Leave one blank line before and one after equation. See for example Equation 1 below:
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2.4. Tables

Please submit tables as editable text and not as images. Use word editor to create tables (table option). Tables should be placed next to the relevant text in the article. Number tables consecutively in accordance with their appearance in the text and place table title above the table body. Please use 3p space below table title (Table heading tag). Be sparing in the use of tables and ensure that the data presented in them do not duplicate results described elsewhere in the article. Please avoid using shading in table cells. Avoid abbreviations in column headings. Indicate units in the line immediately below the heading. Explanations should be given at the foot of the table, not within the table itself. Use only horizontal rules: one above and one below the column headings and one at the foot of the table. Align all headings to the left of their column and start these headings with an initial capital. The Tables should be separated from the text by minimum one single free line.
2.5. Photographs and figures
The papers can have figures, photos and diagrams in colours. Some pages, where it is important, will be printed in colours (decides editor).

All figures must include a figure caption and all figures must be consecutively numbered (according to their sequence in the text). Figures and figure captions should be centered. Never place any text next to a figure. Leave this space blank. Avoid placing text between figures as readers might not notice the text. Place figure caption below the illustration (Figure caption tag). A caption should comprise a brief title (not on the figure itself) and a description of the illustration. Keep text in the illustrations themselves to a minimum but explain all symbols and abbreviations used. Size the illustrations close to the desired dimensions of the published version. Figures that contain multiple parts should also be formatted to fit on a single page, whenever possible. All figures should have correct resolution. The Figures should be separated from the text by minimum one single free line.
2.6. References

In the text, place the authors’ last names (without initials) and the date of publication in parentheses. At the end of the paper, list all references in alphabetical order underneath the heading REFERENCES (Heading without number tag). The references should be typed in small text (10 pt on 11 pt) and second and further lines should be indented 4.0 mm (Reference text tag). If several works by the same author are cited, entries should be chronological:

Larch, A.A. 1996a. Development ...

Larch, A.A. 1996b. Facilities ...

Larch, A.A. 1997. Computer ...

Larch, A.A. & Jensen, M.C. 1996. Effects of ...

Larch, A.A. & Smith, B.P. 1993. Alpine ...

In bibliographies the order for books and journals are respectively: 

Last name, First name or Initials (ed.) year. Book title. City: Publisher.

Last name, First name or Initials year. Title of article. Title of Journal (series number if necessary) volume number (issue number if necessary): page numbers.

Please ensure that every reference cited in the text is also present in the reference list (and vice versa). Any references cited in the abstract must be given in full. Unpublished results and personal communications are not recommended in the reference list, but may be mentioned in the text. Citation of a reference as 'in press' implies that the item has been accepted for publication.

3. CONCLUSIONS
Conclusions should state concisely the most important propositions of the paper as well as the author’s views of the practical implications of the results.

4. LANGUAGE

The official language of the LSCE 2022 is English – for abstracts, books and for presentations. No simultaneous translation will be provided. 

The manuscript is expected to be written in grammatically correct and easily readable English. An author who is not proficient in English is advised to take a help of a linguist before typing. It should be thoroughly checked for spelling mistakes.                                 
5. PREFERENCES, SYMBOLS AND UNITS

Consistency of style is very important. Note the spacing, punctuation and caps in all the examples below.

· References in the text: Figure 1, Figures 2-4, 6, 8a, b (not abbreviated)

· References between parentheses: (Fig. 1), (Figs 2-4, 6, 8a, b) (abbreviated)

· Author and Author (1989) instead of Author & Author (1989)
· (Author 1989a, b, Author and Author 1987) instead of (Author, 1989a,b; Author & Author, 1987)

· (Author et al. 1989) instead of (Author, Author & Author 1989)

· Use the following style: (Author, in press); (Author, in prep.); (Author, unpubl.); (Author, pers. comm.)

Always use the official SI notations:

· kg / m / kJ / cm instead of kg. (Kg) / m. / kJ. (KJ) / cm.; 

· 20°16(32((SW instead of 20° 16( 32(( SW

· 0.50 instead of 0,50; 9000 instead of 9,000 but if more than 10,000: 10,000 instead of 10000

· 14C instead of C14 / C-14 and BP / BC / AD instead of B.P. / B.C. / A.D.

· 20 instead of (20 / X20 / x 20; 4 + 5 > 7 instead of 4+5>7 but –8 / +8 instead of – 8 / + 8

· e.g. / i.e. instead of e.g., / i.e.,
